Silas was a strong britsh supporter during the Revolution and like many of the inhabitants of Hempstead was on a list of suspected Tories in 1782.  This shows that he must have moved from Hempstead during the Revolution, as in the NY Census of 1790 he was listed as living in Catskill Town with his wife and 2 negro slaves.  All of children except the eldest, Martha, must have gone with him as the 1790 census listed them as living around him at Catskill.  REFERECE:  "Soldiers of the Revolution" by Issac W. Hammond pg 188.

Gail Allisons reecords show he was married in 1755.
